Dear Parent/Guardians
Danger to Children - Parking at School

I am sure you share our concern for the safety of children whilst on their journeys to and from school. However, there have recently been a number of complaints regarding the dangers being caused to all children during those periods when arriving and departing from school. We are aware that this is not a new problem.

It is appreciated that parking facilities in the vicinity of the school are limited for a number of reasons, but it has been noted that at no other times during the course of a normal day are there any problems caused, therefore at school start and finish times there is only one cause, parents and guardians parking their respective vehicles.

At the start of the school day in particular the situation deteriorates considerably, due to the selfish and often illegal manner in which vehicles are parked by parents/guardians dropping children at school. This attitude is causing problems and therefore, we would appeal to the responsible side of parents/guardians nature in assisting to rectify this dangerous situation before the inevitable tragedy occurs.

In order to assist in making the area safer for all concerned, we would suggest that as many school journeys as possible should be made on foot, but if a car MUST be used, then please bear in mind the following points:

1. Park as far away from school as is necessary to avoid any inconvenience in the vicinity of the school. Town Street is narrow and very busy on a morning. Jubilee Car Park and the football car park by the Emmott Arms are both available for parents to park in.
2. DO NOT allow your vehicle to be stationary, even for a short time, on any yellow ZIG - ZAG markings 

3. Be considerate to others - DO NOT PARK ACROSS THE DRIVEWAYS OF LOCAL RESIDENTS.

4. DO NOT park illegally blocking footpaths

Please can we have your co-operation in this matter. If you should wish to discuss any aspect of this letter, please contact a member of your neighbourhood policing team. If the situation does not get any better other measures will be taken to ensure the safety of all the children attending at the school.
